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TATSIANA HARBACHEUSKAYA
EXHIBIT EXTENDED

that Kearny resident Tatsiana Harbacheuskaya’s exhibit, “The Perception of Reality,” has
been extended through February. The exhibit, which opened this month at the Flyway
Gallery of the Meadowlands Environment Center, features paintings depicting the artist’s
recollections of childhood, fairytales and storybook lands.

The Russian-born Harbacheuskaya came to America in 2003. Her work is influenced by
the Academic school of painting, a European movement that gained popularity in the 19"
century and is characterized by a mix of neoclassicism and romanticism.
